ToRCH is an acronym for a group of infectious diseases that may cause illness in pregnant women and
birth defects in their newborns.

ToRCH microorganisms are ubiquitous human pathogens, whose infections continue to be an
important health problem in certain patient populations, first of all pregnant women and newborns.
All are known to cross the placenta and be teratogenic causing significant fetal and neonatal mortality.
They are an important contributor to early and late childhood morbidity.
